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Final Conference Statement
Enhancing Unimpeded Delivery of Humanitarian Assistance in Afghanistan
Geneva, 7-11 February 2022
Introduction

I Geneva Call as a neutral, impartial, and independent humanitarian foundation has
invited an Afghan Delegation of the Islamic Emirate of Afghanistan (IEA),
representatives of international organisations and of the broader international
community to attend a conference in Geneva, Switzerland from 7-11 February
2022, The aim of the conference is to discuss the protection of civilians and
enhancing unimpeded delivery of humanitarian assistance in Afghanistan.

. The delegation of the Islamic Emirate of Afghanistan (IEA) was led by the Minister
of Public Health, Dr. Ibaad Qalandar Jan, and iricluded representatives from the
Ministries of Interior Affairs, Foreign Affairs, Defence and Justice.

Statement
We, representatives of the IEA, participating at the conference

Upholding the determination to protect the civilian population, and to respect their
fundamental rights, in particular their right to life, health, food, safe water, human dignity
and humane treatment;

Recognising that the deliberate deprivation of the civilian population of food, water and other
objects indispensable for their survival or access thereto is never justified and humanitarian
organisations, complying with humanitarian principles, can offer assistance to address the
basic needs of the papulation;

Reaffirming the protection to which humanitarian assistance personnel, supplies and
equipment are entitled;

Acknowledging that safeguarding access to headlth care can help to avert humanitarian crises
including the spread of COVID-19 and other prevalent diseases;

Considering that landmines and other explosive devices .continue to kill and maim people
worldwide;

Reminding that the majority of landmine victims are civilians, with children and women
conistituting a large percentage of those affected while there are hundreds of thousand
survivors facing the dramatic consequences of landmines and other explosive devices. As a
result, the international community and humanitaridn organizations should immediately act
to support our efforts to protect the people of Afghanistan from the harm of landmines;

Reminding of the fundamental rights of landmine survivors, in particular with regard to health
care, physical, psychological, and socio-economic rehabilitation, the need to prevent new
victims in the future and the duty of specialised local and international organizations to
support this endeavour;



Understanding that the Afghan population living in areas where assistance needs exceed
national response capacities have rights, in particular, to be considered as victims of an
emergency situation that demands immediate attention beyond political considerations;

Considering conference participants can play an important role in jeining their efforts to
protect and guarantee humanitarian assistance and health care as well as their efforts to
address the landmines and other explosive.devices issues;

Therefore, the IEA delegation:

1. Calls upon the international community to support humanitarian organizations in
order for aid to reach Afghans. in a non-political, impartial and independent
manner, without any distinction.

2. Invite the international community to engage with us in a transparent and
accountable manner and in line with [EA policies and values, as well as to adopt a
heeds-based approach to humanitarian assistance and discuss relevant policy
adjustments reguired to facilitate the delivery of humanitarian assistance in
Afghanistan.

3. Calls upon all aid agencies to provide aid and logistical support for the Afghan
people, advocate for the borders to remain open and assist in our efforts to create
safe corridors for humanitarian assistance, convoys, cargos and workers.

With the support of Geneva Call and specialized humanitarian actors, we agree:

4. To facilitate principled humanitarian action in. Afghanistan and to ensure the
protection of humanitarian workers and aid;

5. To promote the full respect and protection of health care facilities, transports and
staff, including female workers;

6. To cooperate in and undertake stockpile destruction, mine clearance, victim
assistance and mine risk awareness;

7. To promote the protection of the environment and cultural hefitage through
public campaigns and other activities;

8. To protect all Afghans, including by providing, protecting and facilitating the
continuation of their education.

9.. Expresses its commitment to continue engaging with Geneva Call on humanitarian
issues and the respect of humanitarian norms, acknowledging the role this
organization ¢an have in enhancing the protection of civilians in Afghanistan.
